Gerald Eugene LeTourneau, 81, of Toledo Ohio, passed away surrounded by
his family on March 22, 2019 after a brief battle with lymphoma.

LeTourneau on March 25, 1937. He was a 1956 graduate of Catholic Central
High School in Alpena, MI, where he was a four year letter winning halfback
for the Thunderbolts football team and a guard for the basketball team. His
record earned him a spot in the Alpena Sports Hall of Fame where he was
inducted in 2017. 

 He began working for Abitibi (DPI) in Alpena, MI in 1958. He was promoted to
management and helped to start up a new manufacturing line at the DPI plant
in Toledo, Ohio, where he eventually retired from after 41 years of service. 

 Jerry enjoyed playing golf and earned 6 Holes-in-One, with the most recent
being May 2, 2018. He also spent time volunteering for Mobile Meals with his
dear friend Peggy Howell.
