 She enjoyed conversing with people in their own languages, so she studied
several languages, including Spanish, French and Arabic. She became quite
fluent in a couple of those languages and sometimes teased her mom by
launching into one while pretending not to know English. 
Natasha preferred living in the city, loved adventure and enjoyed being
outdoors. She cared deeply about people and would do anything to help out



someone in need. She was also a bit of a bleeding heart for animals, which
often landed her with pets. 

 She had a strong work ethic and was committed to doing all things well.
Geology was something she became interested in at quite a young age and
pursued enthusiastically. If you asked her about her project or anything related
to geology, her face would light up and her conversation would grow quite
animated.
