Phil graduated from Waite High School in 1953, attended the Macomber

Research Service. For over 23 years, Phil served in various capacities in
electrical contracting firms in Ohio and Michigan proudly working on every
area powerhouse. He held management positions for ten years at Local Union
No. 8 IBEW through 1986, including Business Manager; led efforts for the
Oliver E Myer Hall and founded the Local 8 Federal Credit Union. Over the
next 13 years, Phil held financial and investment leadership positions
including Build Fund of America and the AFL-CIO Investment Trust in
Washington, D.C.

He was extremely active in the Toledo community serving on the Lucas



County Board of Mental Retardation, Board of Substance Abuse Services,
Inc., Commissioner Lucas County Planning Commission, Executive Board
Northwest Ohio Building Trades, and was the First Secretary of the Lucas
County Convention Bureau. Phil was proud of his roles as an Advisory Board
Member of the Toledo International Park, his efforts to bring the fleet of Tall
Ships to Downtown Toledo for Ohio’s Bicentennial in 2003; his six years’
service in the Ohio National Guard and his appointment as a Special Deputy
Sheriff for Lucas County Ohio.
