Sebastiano "Seba" Caniglia, 56, of Holland, Ohio passed away suddenly
surrounded by his family on December 24, 2021. He was born in Scordia,
Sicily in November 1965 to Gina and Paolo Caniglia. 

Seba was working at his parents' restaurant in Italy when Helane Stiebler
stopped in while backpacking across Europe. Sparks flew and before long,
Seba and Helane arrived in America and were married under a tree on the
Anderson's property. He was quickly welcomed into her large extended family.
Together Seba and Helane opened Pal's Ice Cream Shop in 1994, growing it
to a full-fledged and extremely successful restaurant named Sebastiano's
Italiano before selling the business 18 years later. 

 

Seba's greatest passion was his family. His wife, Helane and his daughters
were the reasons he worked so hard. 

 Seba was predeceased by his mother, Gina and Seba leaves behind his
loving wife of 30 years and his beautiful daughters, Bianca Francesca (27)
and Silvia Una (23) and Antonia (33), along with his father Paolo, his sister,
Concetta, and grandchildren, Leonardo and Emily.
