Ted
faithfully served his country in WWII, receiving 3 Bronze Stars, a Good
Conduct Ribbon and the WWII Victory Medal and Infantry Badge for his action
in Northern France, Rhineland and Central Europe. 

 He was honorably discharged as a staff Sergeant and took pride in his
meritorious achievement in ground combat against the armed enemy during
WWII in the European Theater of Operation. Ted was a Liquor Enforcement
Agent for the state of Ohio for several years and then had a successful career
with Lucas County serving as team member on the Survey crew. 

 Ted enjoyed playing golf with his buddies at the Bay View Senior Golf Course.
His golf highlight was a double-eagle two at Spuyten Duyval's 476 yard 14th
hole. He shattered the par 5 for the hole with a 250 yard tee shot and then a
226 yard wood shot to the green and into the hole. He was also a proud
member of the Catholic War Veterans.
