At that
time, Toby learned how to become a craftsman tile setter while working with
Toledo Tile, and later opened his own tile setting company,T.E. Schreiner Inc..
It was here that he was able to work alongside his son, Brian, to build a
business. After closing his business, he continued to work for Wilson Tile until
his retirement. Amidst his hard-working days, Toby also loved to renovate
rental properties with his wife. 
A true man of God, Toby was an avid fisherman and hunter, loved Las Vegas
and scratch off lottery tickets, sought to help all those less fortunate than
himself, and treasured spending time with family and friends. He was known
for his ornery personality, his practical jokes, his laughter, and his extremely
kind heart.
